Language and Literacy


Participate in games and activities relating to phonological awareness, including an introduction to the Read Write Inc. Phonics Scheme- using two letters one sound to generate new words by changing letters. 


Engage in modelled, shared and guided writing, leading to an awareness of simple punctuation and spelling.  Encourage some independence, focusing on recount and narrative writing. Introduce upper case letters, letter names and letter formation.


Participate in reading activities- discussing the text, using a range of cues to decode unfamiliar words, sequencing stories, developing an awareness of self-checking and correcting mistakes independently.


Engage in task appropriate talking and listening activities encouraging skills of recall/description/explanation/instruction/prediction/ sequencing/ asking and answering questions using puppets.
